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EXHIBITION IN THE FRAMES

 OF THE 29th HANSE CONVENTION 

IN VELIKIY NOVGOROD

“BIG HANSA JOURNEY”

Conception: Children of all Hanseatic cities are proposed to paint modern life and history of their cities, create original art story.  Each city has to select up to 30 the most interesting works for its further exposure in Velikiy Novgorod during 29th Hansa Days in June’2009. All the selected works will form the exhibition in one of the Museum halls of Velikiy Novgorod. Children of Velikiy Novgorod will have the opportunity to meet and make friends with their coevals from other countries and cities during the work time of this exhibition. 

Exhibition’s aim: To create bright aesthetic event that will promote interaction of European countries cultures and cooperation of generations. 
Works’ and authors’ requirements: Children of 5-17 years old are invited to participate in the exhibition. Works have to be made on the thick sheets of paper or pasteboard in A-3 format strictly (aflat or endlong).  Decorative technique is not limited, except computer graphic and photos (this type of art is not desirable in this project). Works, made of friable materials like pastel crayon or coal, have to be fixed with fixative. Full name of the author, his (her) age and address have to be written on the reverse side of the work.     

Delivery of works and its safety: Exhibition works of the city participants have to be sent to Velikiy Novgorod centrally (package of 30 works at a time). Expenses connected with the delivery and return of works, insurance during the entire journey, registration of all required custom documents have to be covered by the city participants. Works’ insurance during the exposure time, all the expenses connected with the exhibit and accompaniment will be covered by Velikiy Novgorod. Works being sent individually will be not reviewed. Velikiy Novgorod will not be responsible for its safety.   

Selected works have to be delivered to Velikiy Novgorod not later than 01.04.2009.

Exhibit dates: the exhibition will work from 18.06.2009 till 18.07.2009
